The parties of record before the Property Tax Appeal Board are
G | bert Romero, the appellant, by attorney Rusty A Payton of the
Law O fices of Rusty A Payton, P.C, Chicago, Illinois; and the
Cook County Board of Review.

The subject property consists of a 42-year old, two-story
t ownhouse of nmasonry construction containing 1,148 square feet of
living area with a full, unfinished basenent.

The appellant submtted evidence before the Property Tax Appea
Board cl ai m ng unequal treatnment in the assessnent process as the
basis of the appeal. In support of the equity argunent, the
appel lant submitted a grid analysis detailing four suggested
conpar abl e properties located in close proximty to the subject.
The conparables are two-story masonry townhouses that are 44 or
45 years old wth unfinished basenents. One conparabl e has
central air conditioning. Their living areas are 1,152 or 1, 184
square feet in size, and have inprovenent assessnents of $8.45 to
$9. 07 per square foot. The subject property has an inprovenent
assessment of $11.39 per square foot. Based on this evidence,
the appellant requested a reduction in the subject's inprovenent
assessment .

The board of review submtted its "Board of Review Notes on
Appeal " wherein the subject's final assessnment was disclosed. In
support of the subject's assessnment, the board of review offered
the property characteristic sheets and a spreadsheet detailing
four suggested conparabl e properties |ocated on the sanme bl ock as

the subject. The conparable properties consist of two-story
masonry townhouses that are 42 or 45 years old. Thr ee
conparabl es have full, unfinished basenents and one conparable
has a full, finished basement. The townhouses contain 1,148 or

Based on the facts and exhibits presented, the Property Tax
Appeal Board hereby finds no change in the assessnent of the
property as established by the Cook County Board of Review is
warranted. The correct assessed valuation of the property is:

Subject only to the State nultiplier as applicable.
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1,152 square feet of living area and have i nprovenent assessnents
of $11.42 to $11.77 per square foot. Based on this evidence, the
board of review requested confirmation of the subject's
assessnent .

After reviewng the record and considering the evidence, the
Property Tax Appeal Board finds that it has jurisdiction over the
parties and the subject matter of this appeal. The Property Tax
Appeal Board further finds that a reduction in the subject's
assessnent is not warranted. The appellant's argunment was
unequal treatnent in the assessnent process. The 1llinois
Suprenme Court has held that taxpayers who object to an assessnent
on the basis of lack of uniformty bear the burden of proving the
di sparity of assessnent valuations by clear and convincing
evi dence. Kankakee County Board of Review v. Property Tax Appeal

Board, 131 IIll.2d 1 (1989). The evidence nust denobnstrate a
consi stent pattern of assessnent inequities within the assessnent
jurisdiction. After an analysis of the assessnent data, the

Board finds the appell ant has not overconme this burden.

Both parties presented assessnent data on a total of eight equity
conparabl es |located on the sane block or in close proximty to

the subject. The conparables had inprovenent assessnents of
$8.45 to $11.77 per square foot and support the subject's
i nprovenent assessnment of $11.39 per square foot. After

considering adjustnents and the differences in both parties'
suggest ed conparabl es when conpared to the subject property, the
Board finds the subject's per square foot inprovenent assessnent
is supported by the nost conparable properties contained in the
record and a reduction in the subject's assessnent is not
war r ant ed.

As a result of this analysis, the Property Tax Appeal Board finds
the appellant has not adequately denonstrated that the subject
dwelling was inequitably assessed by clear and convincing
evidence and a reduction is not warranted.
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This is a final admnistrative decision of the Property Tax Appeal
Board which is subject to reviewin the CGrcuit Court or Appellate
Court under the provisions of the Adm nistrative Review Law (735

I LCS 5/3-101 et seq.) and section 16-195 of the Property Tax Code.
